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GE Courses Design
To implement the change in programme design,
Schools have reviewed the content of their

programmes and endeavoured to change the
current “3+1” programmes to 4-year Bachelor’s
degree programmes. Adding elements of general
education to the programmes is one of the focuses
of the change. General education provides students
with knowledge outside of their specialties, widens
their horizons and enhances their ability to analyze
problems. The design of general education was
discussed during the Teaching Quality Committee
2009. During the

meeting, it was suggested that general courses in

meeting on November 25%,

Chinese (including Chinese and Putonghua), English,
computing and sports should be implemented. In the
new programmes offered at MPI, general education

courses will be added gradually.

To strengthen students’ general knowledge, explore
the impact of the Internet on the authoritativeness
and precision of information, and understand the
role of ethics in the process of identifying truth, MPI
and the Consulate General of the United States in
Hong Kong and Macao jointly organized a seminar on
“Ethics in the Digital Age: Blogging, Journalism and
Reliable Information” on September 23, 2009 with
the veteran journalist and international media trainer,

Ms Ann Olson, as the guest speaker.

Lecture on the Lingnan School of
Chinese Painting

At the invitation of the School of Arts, three
distinguished Macao painters co-hosted a lecture on
the Lingnan School of Chinese painting on September
25, 2009 for the School’s visual arts students. The

guest speakers, leong Da Ming, Nigel Szeto and Lao

Fu Ip introduced the students to the Lingnan School,
including its origin and historical background, subject
matter, style, tools and techniques, as well as its
development in Mainland China, Taiwan, Hong Kong
and Macao. The arts students were able to learn much
about the painting school and its representative
figures through this lecture.

Resumption of Academic Salon
on Translation and Cross-Cultural
Studies

After a seminar series on “Translation Theories: A
Panoramic View” in November and December 2006,
and an academic salon on “Translation and Cross-
Cultural Studies” from March to June 2007 organized
by MPI, the latter was resumed in October 2009.
The salons aim to foster a research atmosphere
and to provide a platform for translation related
professionals to communicate and exchange ideas.
The salon was characterized by its speakers all being
from MPI.

Donation Campaigns to Help Disaster
Victims in Mainland China and Taiwan

On the first anniversary of the Sichuan earthquake,
MPI
among its staff, students and alumni which raised
MOP66,287.60, HKD356.70 and RMB668.60 for relief
of the earthquake victims. When in August 2009

launched another donation campaign

Taiwan was struck by Typhoon Morakot, the worst of
its kind in 50 years, MPI staff and students responded
with great compassion and generosity by vigorously
raising fund for the immediate relief of the victims
as well as for subsequent reconstruction. A total of
MOP39,520 was raised in donation to the typhoon-
stricken areas. On April 14™, 2010, an earthquake
measuring 7.1 on the Richter scale hit Yushu, Qinghai
Province, killing or injuring thousands of people. MPI

people raised MOP91,500 for the disaster areas. On
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August 7" and 8™, 2010, a major mudslide hit Zhouqu,
Gansu Province, causing heavy casualties. MPI people
again showed great compassion for those afflicted by
the disaster and raised MOP58,700 for relief. This is a

clear indication of “A friend in need is a friend in deed”.

A Wide Range of Academic Lectures

To broaden the horizons of MPI staff and students,
the Institute has hosted numerous academic lectures
(for instance, the “Distinguished Lecturers’ Seminar
Series’, “Humanities and Social Science Seminar
Series” and “Global Gaming Management Seminar

Concerning China’s Macroeconomic Situation” given
by Professor Tian Guogiang, Dean of the School of
Economics of Shanghai University of Finance and
Economics, on May 24, 2010; “China’s and Portugal’s
Negotiations Concerning the Situation in Macao”
given by Ambassador Kang Jimin, former First Chief
Representative of China to the Sino-Portugal Joint
Liaison Group, on June 29", 2010; “The Character
of Ma Ying-jeou and Taiwan's Political Problems”
given by President Yang Tai-Shuenn of the Chinese
Culture University; and “Perspectives on the Future
of Commercial Gaming” hosted by Professor William

Eadington and Professor Nelson Rose.
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Portuguese Poetry Recital Held at MPI

The Fifth Portuguese Poetry Recital Competition
organized by MPI was held on April 28%, 2010. Apart
from MPI students, students from the University
of Macau and the Institute for Tourism Studies
were invited for the first time to participate in
the competition. The judges' panel of the contest
consisted of Mr Manuel Carvalho, Consul-General
of Portugal in Macao, the Orient Foundation’s
representative to Macao, and a professor from
Macao University of Science and Technology. The
competition was divided into three categories:
elementary, intermediate and advanced, at which
participants passionately recited the works of famous
Portuguese poets. Wang Chengxu from MPI, and
Liang Ce and Julio Quishor Lolticar from UM won the
championships of the advanced, intermediate and

elementary categories respectively.

Macao-Taiwan-Mainland Universities
