its teaching through reform and

innovation. It has completed the

curriculum redesign from the previous

“3+1” programmes to 4-year bachelor’s

degree programmes. One key feature

of the new structure is enhancement

of general education (GE) in line with the global trend in higher

education, to benefit students by providing a more flexible, student-

centred, holistic professional education, enabling them to broaden their

vision and develop critical thinking skills and cultural literacy. Through
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various explicit and implicit GE activities, MPI endeavours to realise the

idea of whole-person education.

Explicit GE Activities

In2010/2011 MPI implemented the new curriculum structure by
initiating or enhancing GE courses for the Schools. There are 12 GE
courses offered to all undergraduate students: Physical Education, IT
Fundamentals, Advanced Computer Applications, History and Culture

of Macao, Cultural Heritage, Music/Film Appreciation, Introduction to
Psychology, Introduction to Sociology, Philosophy, College Chinese I & II
and Introduction to Chinese Culture. A pilot scheme for these courses was
carried out in 2010/2011, with feedback from students being generally
positive. In 2011/2012 GE courses have been continuously offered. Some
courses have established staff with unified syllabi and teaching materials.

Taking the course “History and Culture of Macao” as an example, MPI
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has integrated its in-house manpower to compile a textbook, which is

now being used in the course under piloting and which will be formally
published and used as a standard textbook institute-wide once the
feedback is positive. In terms of the teaching force for relevant courses, the
Centre for Continuing Education and Special Projects has taken up the task

of teaching, supporting the six Schools to offer GE courses in this area.

Implicit GE Activities
For implicit GE activities MPI has organised academic seminars and

various school activities in order to broaden students’ vision.
