Being the first Macao institution
to receive the “National Teaching
Achievement Award”
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The MPI project titled “Towards constructing a new model for international talent training —
Internationally Recognized Engineer Education Program: Theory and Practice” won the
“National Teaching Achievement Award 2018" of the Ministry of Education of PRC, and MPI
was the first and sole institution in Macao to receive this national teaching award, which

represents the national and international recognition for our teaching quality.

President Im Sio Kei, is the Principal Investigator of this project, with his team members
including Professor Tse Tan Sim, Professor Laurie Cuthbert and Associate Professor Ke Wei.
Guided by international advanced education concepts and theories, MPI mainly focuses
on“Rooting in Macao and cultivating engineers with international competitiveness” and
“Close connection between talent cultivation and industry demand’, and builds a talent
cultivation mode of fostering internationally-recognised engineers in line with features of
the programmes of computing science. Under this framework of talent cultivation mode,
the interactive teaching and practice inside and outside class and between laboratory and
enterprise is implemented, and students are encouraged to actively take part in laboratory
projects. Through practising in actual projects, students can improve their engineering
practice capabilities and their innovation abilities in solving problems in the context of a
modern social system, which has effectively tackled problems in connecting talent cultivation
with industry demand. Since its implementation, the talent cultivation mode has achieved

favourable results and won recognition nationwide.

The quadrennial “National Teaching Achievement Award’, appraised and granted by the
Ministry of Education, is the top national teaching award, aiming to reward teams and individuals
who achieve remarkable teaching results, and encourage educators to engage in research of
education and teaching methodology so as to enhance teaching level and quality. Institutions of
higher education winning the second prize this year include the Chinese University of Hong Kong,

Beijing Foreign Studies University, Guangdong University of Foreign Studies, etc.
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Journal of Macao Polytechnic Institute
ranked 29 in reprint rate nationwide
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In March 2019, the Humanities and Social Sciences Academic Achievements Evaluation

Research Centre and the Information Centre for Social Sciences of the Renmin University of
China released their joint results — 2018 Research Report on the Index Rankings of Academic
Articles in the Replicated Journals and the Important Source Journals for Academic Articles in

Replicated Journals (2018 edition) — at a forum held in Beijing.

The Journal of Macao Polytechnic Institute (Humanities and Social Sciences) has ranked highly
for 6 consecutive years in the reprint ranking of the “National college journals in Humanities
and Social Sciences”. The Journal ranked 29 in reprint rate, 5t in reprint quantity and 4th

in comprehensive index in 2018. Currently, there are nearly 1,150 journals published by higher

education institutions in China, of which 351 were replicated in the “Replicated Journals”in 2018.

The Journal of Macao Polytechnic Institute has become a source journal for “Replicated
Journals” since 2012. The Journal ranked 13th in terms of reprint rate among the journals from
higher education institutions in 2013, ranked 6t in 2014 and 2015 respectively, ranked 4th

in 2016 and 7th in 2017. The Journal was placed highly in 2018 with a total of 77 published

papers, of which 34 papers were reprinted in the “Replicated Journals’, with a high reprint rate
of 44.16%. In terms of reprinted articles in 2018, the Journal ranked 6th out of 71 journalism
and communication journals, ranked 1 7th among 175 journals covering history, and 4th out

of 541 comprehensive journals.
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Award Presenting Ceremony of
the 5th Outstanding Achievement
Awards for Macao Research in
Humanities and Social Sciences
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The 5th Outstanding Achievement Awards for Macao Research in Humanities and Social
Sciences was jointly organised by the Macao Foundation and Social Sciences in China
Press. The organisers received a total 321 applications from Macao and other regions.
Application from local scholars accounted for over 70% of the total ; quite a few papers
were published in Mainland China or international core journals, and there were more
works written in English this time. The academic environment is becoming more active

and research results are more internationalised.

The Review Committee carried out initial evaluation, second-evaluation and final evaluation
in line with review rules, and presented awards to 56 entries, in which MPI faculty won 9 awards,

including 3 Third Prizes and 3 Merit Prizes (Monograph), 1 Third Prize and 2 Merit Prizes (Paper).

Since their inception in 2004, the Outstanding Achievement Awards for Macao Research
in Humanities and Social Sciences haves been used to review local scientific research
outputs in Humanities and Social Sciences. This event has vigorously driven Macao
researchers’initiative and creativity, and has become a great event receiving the most

attention in the academic field.

Being selected as Associate Editor-in-Chief of Frontiers in Physiology, a well-known
international physiology periodical, Dr. Nie Jinlei, Associate Professor of Physical Education
was invited to be Associate Editor-in-Chief of the Journal of Exercise Science & Fitness, which is
an international academic periodical of mainstream sports science and is the first SCl indexed
journal of sports science in Greater China. His research domain is sports physiology, and he
carries out a lot of research work in sports cardiology, pays close attention to heart function
and cardiac markers' response to sports, training adaption and fitness value of high-intensity

interval training (HIIT) with low exercises.

At the 10th IFIP International Conference on New Technologies, Mobility and Security (NTMS
2019), Dr. Yang Xu of Computing Science won the Best Paper Award with the paper titled “An
Xception Convolutional Neural Network for Malware Classification with Transfer Learning”
The Conference aims to promote progress in innovative technology, wireless network, mobile
computing, real-time environment network, QoS, internet security, E-commerce, and provide

a sharing platform to demonstrate leading research results of all scholars.

In “Hundred Excellent Papers in Chinese Nursing of 2019", the academic paper of “Perceived
Stress among Macao Nursing Students in the Clinical Learning Environment” written by MPI
staff was appraised as one of the “Hundred Excellent Papers”in the category of Chinese
Nursing Education in 2019. The paper was jointly published in the International Journal of
Nursing Sciences by Prof. Liu Ming, Associate Prof. Gu Ken Qin, Associate Prof. Luo Zhimin and
Associate Prof. Chan Yok Man of the School of Health of Sciences, MPI.

Championships. In the 2"d Taolu World Cup 2018, Sou Cho Man took the Silver Medal in
Women's Set Sparring and the Bronze Medal in Women’s Changguan, while Chio Wai
Keong earned the Bronze Medal in Men'’s Nanquan. In the 4th East Asia Tchoukball
Championship 2019, MPI students won the Championship and 3'd place in the Men's

and Women'’s Category respectively.

As one of the largest global computer skill competitions for students, the Adobe Certified
Associate (ACA) World Championship 2019 was held from 28th to 315t July 2019 in New
York, the United States. Leong lat Pan (Design Programme) won the Championship in poster

design, as the only winner from Macao.

MPI students achieved outstanding results in innovation and invention competitions. Luo
Zixin (Visual Art Programme), won the Gold Medal and the Special Prize at the 22nd Moscow
International Salon of Inventions and Innovative Technologies “Archimedes”. At IPITEX 2019,
she was awarded the Silver Medal by the National Research Council of Thailand and the

Special Prizes from Russia, Romania and South Korea.

In the “2018 Skill Competition for Youths from Guangzhou, Hong Kong, Macao and Chengdu’,
Chan Ngai Seng (Computing Programme) won the Gold Prize of the Website Design Category,
and Cheong Wan | (Visual Art Programme) achieved the Merit Award of the Fashion Skill
Category.
