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In an effort to improve the service quality of local gaming staff, enhance their overall competence
and so increase their chances of promotion, the Gaming Teaching and Research Centre once again
held the “Basic Slot Machine Technical Training Course” and the “Advanced Slot Machine Technical
Training Course” together with the Gaming Inspection and Coordination Bureau and the Labour
Affairs Bureau of the Macao SAR Government during the academic year. The partners also offered
a diploma programme in “Gaming Machine Management’, which admitted 63 students that were
recommended either by the six local gaming enterprises or by the Macau Gaming Equipment
Manufacturers Association. The Centre also jointly launched a diploma programme (Phase Il)

in Gaming Management with MGM and Galaxy Entertainment, respectively. This programme

attracted an enrolment of 133 students.

In this academic year, the Centre ran an aggregate of 185 vocational training courses — either
independently or collaboratively with gaming enterprises — in response to community needs. The
courses were involved in training a total of 7,696 people, while a number of workshops attracted
332 attendees. The Centre, in collaboration with relevant government departments and gaming
enterprises, offered several diploma programmes in gaming management and held nearly 200

professional training courses or workshops, attracting an enrolment of more than 8,000 people.
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The Centre for Continuing Education and Special Projects mainly provides lifelong education
services to government personnel and other residents in need; it has made remarkable
contributions to civil-servant training and community education over the years, highlighting the
development characteristics of the Centre. Training for civil servants has become a hallmark of
the Centre due to its offering of a wide range of courses. The most popular ones are the Mandarin
language course and the Chinese Official Documents Writing course, making them the signature

courses of the Centre.

During this academic year, the Centre continued to offer training for the Public Administration and
Civil Service Bureau, including the Mandarin language course, the Chinese Official Documents
Writing course, and other training courses to MPI staff, totaling 461 hours. An annual tally of its
work shows that the Centre ran 6 language courses and 5 courses on administrative skills with

an enrolment of 126 and 112 attendees, respectively. The establishment trained 238 attendees in

total the whole year.

In addition, under a cooperation agreement between MPI and the Department of Education of
Xinjiang, the Centre received 42 administrative cadres in the field of education - from the Xinjiang

Uygur Autonomous Region — for a 10-day programme involving training classes, seminars and a

cultural tour of Macao.

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The MPI-Bell Centre of English offers 3 types of English language courses, namely:

English training courses in General English from elementary to advanced levels; the IELTS
(International English Language Testing System) preparation course; and the preparation
course for Cambridge English (Business). The Centre provides diverse English training courses
for local teachers to improve their teaching and facilitate local education development; it also

offers training for those people at public and private entities to seek self-advancement.

In this academic year, as an IELTS testing base in Macao, the Centre held 17 tests for 4,465
people, and as the only official Macao testing centre for the Cambridge English Language
Assessment Teaching Knowledge Test (TKT), it administered TKT to 38 teachers from primary
or secondary schools and colleges working either in Macao or Mainland China. The Centre
also expanded its testing service and keept abreast of the latest information by offering the
modular test of Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) in TKT and Business English
Certificate (BEC) examination of Cambridge English .

In October 2018, the Centre successfully hosted the 1 7th Macao-wide English Speech Contest
&the 24th st Century Cup” National English Speaking Competition Macao Regional

Contest. The event, with the theme of “Nature’, attracted the wide participation of students
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Macao Elderly Dance Competition
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and local residents. Such contests will not only promote English language teaching in Macao

but also motivate people from different social sectors to learn and master English.

Apart from engaging in teaching and research activities, the Centre assigned its staff to
provide workshops for the Chinese Educators’ Association of Macau, held oral language
proficiency tests for the Civil Aviation Authority (AACM), offered professional development
training for the teachers coming from Xinjiang, assisted the Macau Rugby Union in
participating in international events, and provided free translation service for non-English-

speaking patients in the Kiang Wu Hospital.

The Seniors Academy’s programme has been well received by local senior citizens, with so
many of them - 795 - registering for it that participation had to be decided by drawing lots.
The Academy admitted 132 successful applicants and kept the total number of its students

at 480, having seen the graduation of 95 students. To provide senior citizens with new and
diverse courses, the Academy offered 3 new courses, namely, riddle poetry in Chinese culture,

good therapy for neck and back pain rehabilitation, as well as water rehabilitation therapy.

To encourage the elderly to keep learning and lead an active life, the Academy motivated its
trainees to engage in various activities, such as matches, performances and voluntary work,
etc. With the theme of “Recalling Our Past and Creating Brilliance Today”, the 15t“National
Contest of Calligraphy, Painting and Photography for the Elderly” was hosted by the Office of
the National Working Committee on Ageing, and co-organised by the Hualing Press, China
Association of the Universities for the Aged, Research Association of Painting and Calligraphy
of the Aged people of China as well as Xinhuanet Co,, Ltd., to commemorate and celebrate

the 40th anniversary of reform and opening-up in China.

To carry out the “10-year Action Plan for Provision of Services for the Elderly for 2016-2025"in
terms of social participation, the Academy again worked with the Social Welfare Bureau to run

a“Teacher Training Course Phrase II”for the elderly, in which 12 elderly people had completed

the teacher training.
